Saturday 26th May 2012.

Venue:
Melrose Parish Church – on leaving the town, turn right a little way past the Greenyards Rugby 
ground;  the church stands on its hill on the left. There is parking in the adjacent side streets.

Rehearsal and timings:
The church will be open for you to register and collect your music from 1.00 pm on the day.  The 
afternoon rehearsal will be from 2.00 pm until 5.30 pm with a mid-afternoon break when tea/coffee 
will be available in the adjacent hall.  The hall may also be used between rehearsal and concert but 
you should bring your own food.  The evening concert will commence at 7.00 pm and should finish 
at about 9.00 pm.

Cost:
Singers are asked to donate £12; concessions £10; young singers (up to 16 years) £5.  Audience for 
the evening concert will be asked to donate £8; concessions £6, when booked on the form below, 
otherwise they will be required to pay this at the door;  accompanied children will be admitted free.

Music hire:
Copies of the score will be available to hire and we will collect the cost from you on the day –
probably about £1 or £1.50 per copy.  Some singers have their own scores but it is important that you 
tell us when booking if you need music, to ensure that we have sufficient copies.
